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Activity # 8

Is this really a Visual Aid?

Objective:  to help the students identify strengths and weaknesses of visual aids.

General Instructions:

Using a visual aid presented by the facilitator, the group should collaboratively identify the strengths and weaknesses of the visual aid and provide specific suggestions for revising it into a more effective form.

Specific Instructions:

Using the appropriate equipment to make the image clear for the entire class, the instructor should introduce a visual aid.  The instructor should also give some background as to the type of speech topic the visual aid would be used to enhance.  The instructor should then break the class into small groups and instruct them to answer the following questions for each visual aid displayed.

1.  What are some specific strengths of the visual aid?

2.  What are some specific areas in which the visual aid could be improved?

3.  How would you change the visual aid to make it more effective?  BE  SPECIFIC! 

4.  Does the visual aid appear to be closely related to the speech topic?

5.  Name other visual aids that might fit with the speech topic.  List reasons why you feel they would be effective.
