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Activity # 13

Analytical Listening

Objective:  to help the students learn to listen for critical information in a speech.

General Instructions:

The class will be divided into groups to listen to a speech played by the facilitator.  During the speech, each group should listen for the information requested below.

Specific Instructions:

The instructor should divide the class into groups.

After the class is assembled into groups, the instructor should play a video or audio tape of a portion of a pre-recorded address.

During the speech, each group should try and identify the following items:


1.  General purpose


2.  Attention-getter


3.  Preview statement


4.  Main points

After the speech clip is completed, the groups should share their findings and explain their choices.

If time allows, the speech may be re-played to either confirm or contrast the group findings.

Consider answering these questions:

· Who is responsible for listening in a speech setting?

· What influences a person's ability to listen to a speech?

· How does the speaker influence the audience's listening success?

· What tips would you offer a person wishing to critically listen to a speaker?

What tips would you offer a speaker in order to ensure the audience listens to a message?
